Bowers Farm – Nourishing Our Neighbors                                



About your eggs:
At day break, hens, along with a few roosters, roam Bowers Farm pasture and eat from the land where no pesticides, herbicides, chemical fertilizers etc. are ever used.  They also feed (free choice) on a Non- GMO and Non-Soy mixture consisting of corn, wheat, milo, oats, and kelp along with oyster shell and grit. These charming chickens drink from daily filled waterers supplied with cisterned and filtered rainwater and/or filtered water from a drinking water well. 

During the day they lay your eggs in nest boxes inside “the egg-mobile” shown above. [image: image1.jpg]


This egg-mobile is moved from time to time following Farm livestock that are rotationally grazed.  The eggs are collected at least twice per day.  They are then inspected, sized, washed, dried, packaged, labeled, and refrigerated (less than 40°F, above 32°F).  The eggs are kept refrigerated when delivered.

As dusk approaches at Bowers Farm, all the chickens return to the egg-mobile and are secured for the night. The egg-mobile floor is layered with fresh poplar/oak sawdust from local Amish sawmills each morning which cleanses the egg-mobile and starts composting.  This compost becomes an organically potent fertilizer for farm gardens.
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
